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INTRODUCTION TO THE HISTORY OF ART II








COURSE DESCRIPTION





	Introduction to the History of Art II (3) (A.A.). Prerequisite: ENC 1101 with a grade of “C” or better. This course meets Area IV requirements for A.A./A.A.S./A.S. general education requirements. The course is a survey of the art of the world from the Renaissance to contemporary times.  Developments in architecture, painting, sculpture and minor arts of the world from the 15th through the 20th century will be discussed. This course meets the 6,000 word Gordon Rule requirement and part of the six-hour international/intercultural requirement.

Write comparative essays about art, artists, and architecture in research papers and use the vocabulary of art history and criticism.�


Demonstrate knowledge of examples of art and architecture, characteristic of various regions and times in history, on tests and class discussion.�


Identify and compare and architecture by writing essay answers in classroom quizzes.�


List purposes which art objects and buildings served in their time and place and be able to write about them.�


Recognize the works of specific artists and the influence of the time and place where they worked on their style.�


Explain the possibilities and limitations of the art media used and the restrictions media place on the work of the artist.�


Discuss the principles of design and use of the visual elements of line, color, and form.





10.  Locate and investigate an actual work of art, from the time frame covered by the text, in a local museum and discuss its source and provenance in a research paper.
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
