COURSE DESCRIPTION





	Advanced Ceramics (3) (A.A.). Three hours studio/lecture per week. Prerequisites: ART 2750C and ART 2752C. More emphasis is placed on the aesthetics of clay work rather than traditional forming techniques.  Students are encouraged to follow their own line of interests and where possible, fire their own work.  This course may be repeated for credit. Additional special fees are required.

4.   Demonstrate an ability to defend choices made in developing an idea or theme within 	          


      the format of a group dialog.





5.   Document the growth of the chosen theme by maintaining a journal.





6.   Defend choices made in the selection of a clay body and appropriate glazes which best 	   


      suits the chosen theme, subject, and process. 





7.   Demonstrate the use of craftsmanship and originality in the production and presentation of


      his/her work.





8.   Demonstrate the use of Internet search procedures in comparing techniques of artists pursuing    a similar theme.





9.   Demonstrate the ability to communicate with others on the Internet in acquiring technical


      information helpful in the chosen course of study.





10. Write an artist’s statement that defines the object in relation to the message (content) 


      intended.





11. Analyze the effectiveness of another artist’s clay work in relation to content and the overall


      presentation.
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
