CATALOG DESCRIPTION: CET 2792 Supporting Microsoft Windows Server (3) (A.A.S./A.S.).  Prerequisite: CET 1600. This course provides students with the knowledge and skills necessary to install and configure Microsoft Windows Server on computers that are part of a work-group or a domain. In addition, this course provides the skills and knowledge necessary to install and configure Microsoft Server to create file, print, and Terminal servers. Additional special fees are required.

7. Monitor and optimize performance in Windows 2000.

8. Implement security in Windows 2000.

9. Configure printing.

10. Configure and manage disks.

11. Implement disaster protection.
