Advanced Visual Basic Programming

CATALOG DESCRIPTION:  COP 2333 Advanced Visual Basic Programming (3) (A.A.S./A.S.). Three hours lecture per week, plus laboratory as assigned by instructor. Prerequisite: COP 2170 or permission of instructor. This course covers advanced topics in Visual Basic. Topics covered will include advanced interface development, advanced database management, API, Classes, Collections, crystal reports, Package and Deploy, New OCX. Part of the course may be devoted to a real VB intern or business project. Students may also be required to do some research and a presentation based upon that research.

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS:

At the successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1. Demonstrate a working knowledge of Intro Visual Basic concepts such as loops, decisions and selections, error checking, out of range tests, multiple forms, functions, the common dialog box, MS Windows Common Controls, Status Bar…

2. Use the Open, Close, Write#1, Input#1 commands and write traditional sequential files.

3. Create a Collection.

4. Use the DataGrid and FlexGrid.

5. Use the Jet Database and Jet Engine.

6. Add a Data Environment and a Data Report.

7. Add a Class and a Class Module.

8. Add a User Control.

9. Know how to create an Active X control.

10. Demonstrate an understanding of the terms ADO, OCX, and API.

11. Know how to package and deploy a finished, marketable project.

12. Be able to independently research and learn new advanced Visual Basic terms.
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
