COURSE DESCRIPTION
College Preparatory Writing I (5) (CC).  Three hours lecture and two hours laboratory per week.  This course is required for students whose past performance and/or test scores indicate a need for training in the basic skills of written communication. After successful completion with a grade of “C” or better, the student will enroll in ENC 0020.  Students must also register for ENC 0010L.  Becomes ENC 0015C effective Spring 2012.
