COLLEGE PREPARATORY WRITING II

COURSE DESCRIPTION

College Preparatory Writing II (3) (CC).  Three hours lecture per week.  Prerequisite:  ENC 0010 or appropriate test scores.  This course is required for students whose past performance and/or test scores indicate a need for reinforcing the basic skills of written communication with emphasis on grammar, sentence structure, and writing multi-paragraph essays.  After completion with a grade of “C” or better, the student will enroll in ENC 1101. (Will be offered as ENC 0025C effective Spring 2012.)
PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The student, at the completion of this course, should be able to:

1. Demonstrate proficiency in spelling, word choice, and word use.

2. Construct correct sentences with varied sentence patterns and no sentence fragments, run on, or comma spliced sentences.

3. Write coherent paragraphs that effectively develop and support a topic sentence with the use of specific details.

4. Demonstrate the ability to plan, draft, proofread, edit, and revise essays.

5. Write multi-paragraph essays in a variety of modes that effectively support and advance a thesis.

6. Employ correct and appropriate rhetorical devices such as transitions, repetition, modification, and parallelism.

7. Use Standard English grammar and punctuation, including identifying and correctly using the standard parts of speech; maintaining subject-verb and pronoun-antecedent agreement; using correct and consistent verb tenses; use correct and appropriate punctuation marks.

8. Pass the state mandated essay and grammar exit exams.
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
