GER 2201

INTERMEDIATE GERMAN II

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Intermediate German II (3) (A.A.).  Three hours per week, plus a required online  lab component.  Prerequisites: GER 1120, GER 1121 and GER 2200 or equivalent.  This course includes reading the literature and reading about cultural history of Germany. Grammar is reviewed and oral facility is developed. This course meets part of the six-hour international/intercultural requirement. 

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The student, at the successful completion of this course, will be able to:

 

1.                  Understand and be able to use the following tenses of the German language: present indicative, preterite, imperfect, conditional, present perfect, past perfect, future, periphrastic future, future perfect, present progressive, imperfect progressive, present subjunctive, past subjunctive, present perfect subjunctive, past perfect subjunctive, and imperative.

2.                  Understand and be able to use sufficient vocabulary to be able to converse comfortably in German, at a moderate level, about themes such as: geography, climates, transportation, parts of an automobile, ecology, travel, reservations, maps, tourism, health issues, sickness, hospital services, doctor's office visits, emergencies, purchasing, materials, products, haggling, instructions, commands, advice, suggestions, the future, goals, technology, cultural diversity, politics, etc.

3.                  Translate moderately sophisticated writings from German to English and from English to German, with the help of a German-English dictionary.

4.                  Give a  medium length presentation in German on a topic of average complexity.

5.                  Understand and, to some extent, appreciate the cultural, literary, and historical background of German-speaking nations.

6. Manage personal affairs, ask and follow directions, exchange pleasantries, become acquainted with new people, order a meal, arrange lodging, make friends, barter, open a bank account, and carry on a normal life in a German-speaking environment.
