CATALOG DESCRIPTION

Digital Pre-Press (3) (A.A.S./A.S.) Three hours lecture/three hours of laboratory per week. Prerequisites: GRA 1100C and GRA 2190C with a grade of "C" or better. This course covers the technical aspects of translating computer-generated designs to printed reproduction: scanning, file preparation and management, image formatting, color separation, type specification and management. Additional special fees are required. This course was GRA 1540C prior to Fall 2002.

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The student, at the successful completion of this course, should be able to:

1.  Distinguish between vector and raster based images.
2.  Identify the two common color models: additive (RGB) and subtractive (CMYK).

3.  Understand the concept and components of PDF workflow.

4.  Cite the difference between spot and process color.

5.  Scan an image and prepare it for inclusion in page layout.

6.  Define the basic terminology used in digital pre-press.

7.  Understand the process of color separation as it applies to commercial printing.

8.  Understand the process of trapping as it applies to commercial printing.

9.  Move fonts in and out of the computer system.

10. Identify the basic tools and production functions of industry standard software.

11. Distinguish between different file formats as they apply to desktop publishing.

12. Produce single and multiple page digital layouts.

13. Use the Internet as a tool for research and hypothetically pricing a print job.

14. Use the Internet as a source for stock photography.

15. Organize digital file for processing via Raster Image Processor (RIP).

16. Understand the importance of deadlines and be able to meet them.
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
