COURSE DESCRIPTION
Web Page Design (3) (A.A.S./A.S.) Four hours per week. Prerequisite: GRA 1100C, GRA 2190C and GRA 2152C with a grade of “C” or better. This course provides instruction in the current applications being used in the industry for the production of Web pages. Students will be introduced to a variety of site features including image formats, audio and interactivity. Students will have the opportunity to develop a Web site from initial concept to completion. Special emphasis will be placed on good design, appropriate use of color and images. Additional special fees are required. 

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS
The student, at the successful completion of this course, should be able to:

1. Identify the various image formats used in web page design.

2. Build a multiple page web site.

3. Recognize the components and structure of a web site.

4. Prepare images for use in a web page.

5. Demonstrate knowledge of Internet protocol basics.

6. Identify the basic tools and functions of software program(s) taught.

7. Upload web site through the use of “FTP” client.

8. Identify the need for and implementation of site security.

9. Design and activate the navigational element of a web site.

10. Create an animated element to be included in completed web page.

11. Utilize the Internet as a source for both research and examination of current trends.

12. Critically examine the work of other students as well as one’s own.

13. Understand the importance of deadlines and be able to meet them.
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
