COURSE DESCRIPTION
Professional Practices (3) (A.A.S./A.S.) Four hours per week. Prerequisites: GRA 1100C, GRA 2190C, GRA 1104C, GRA 2152C, with a grade of “C” or better or permission of the program manager. This course is designed to help students develop strategies for entering the design profession by editing and refining portfolios to meet professional standards, designing a personal logo and using it on a resume and other self-promotional materials, practicing interview techniques and professional presentations. Additional special fees are required.

1. Create a professional level body of work to be presented in portfolio form.

2. Design and execute a personal logo and self-promotional materials.

3. Improve job finding and interview skills.

7. Demonstrate effective communication skills as they pertain to the design process.

11. Understand the importance of deadlines and be able to meet them.
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
