COURSE DESCRIPTION

Feature Article Writing: (3) (A.A.).  Three hours per week.  Prerequisite: JOU 1100 or MMC 2100 – Concurrent okay. This course will provide students with an intense training in a specific area of journalism, feature article writing. The course will place emphasis on the generation of ideas, identification of multiple sources for interview, background research, investigative techniques, and the legal and ethical responsibilities of journalists. An introduction to award-winning copy written in narrative style will be provided.

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS
The student, at the successful completion of this course, should be able to:

1. Distinguish a feature story from straight news and editorials.

2. Execute an assignment from idea to finished copy.

3. Write a sidebar.

4. Assign a necessary photo documentary element to accompany a story.

5. Provide multiple in-depth storylines from a single idea.

6. Create headlines for feature stories.

7. Generate a story list.

8. Design a layout idea for an assigned story.

9. Interview multiple sources for a story.

10. Develop contacts for a story.
11. Present a portfolio of assignments at the completion of the semester.
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
