Introduction to Poetry

Course Description

Introduction to Poetry: (3) (A.A.). Three hours per week.  Prerequisites:  ENC 1101 and concurrent registration in or completion of ENC 1102 with a grade of  “C” or better. This course meets Area IV requirements for the AA, AS, and AAS General Education requirements, and the 6000 word Gordon Rule requirement.  This course will introduce students to forms and techniques of poetry; major poets and movements from the Renaissance to the present; and written analysis, explication, interpretation, and evaluation of poetry. 

PEREFORMANCE STANDARDS

The student, at the successful completion of this course, should be able to 

1. Identify significant sub-genres and formal structures of poetry.

2. Distinguish between and among significant sub-genres and structures of poetry.

3. Demonstrate knowledge of the vocabulary needed for the study and discussion of poetry.

4. Demonstrate increased critical reading skills through detailed analysis and explication of poetic texts.

5. Demonstrate increased college-level writing skills through the execution of reader-response journals, explication/analysis essays, research inclusive writing projects, and other writing assignments.

6. Demonstrate development of the research skills necessary to locate print and electronic sources relevant to the study of poetry and integrate information from these sources successfully into his or her writing, with appropriate documentation.

7. Demonstrate the ability to interact effectively with peers and full-class and small group discussions, poetry-related exercises, and other classroom activities.

8. Demonstrate knowledge of major poets and poetic movements.

9. Demonstrate a basic understanding of critical and theoretical issues as contained in secondary scholarship concerning poetry.

10. Demonstrate an understanding of social, political, and cultural influences on poetry, and, reciprocally, its influence upon society.

11. Demonstrate basic knowledge of the aesthetic and technical considerations needed to evaluate poems critically.

12. Demonstrate the ability to recognize and discuss poetic themes.

13. Fulfill the writing requirements as mandated by SBE 6A-10.30 (Gordon Rule).

14. Demonstrate the use of academic technological skills such as internet research, PowerPoint presentation, online communication, and/or webpage development
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
