Applied Music Composition IIB
Course Description

MUC 2221B Applied Music Composition IIB (2) (A.A.) One hour per week. Prerequisite:  MUT 1111 and MUC 2221 or equivalent. Students continue to write original music with more emphasis on contemporary technique while still mastering classical forms. Degree-seeking students who are making progress in their degree programs may repeat this course a maximum of two (2) times; however, no more than a total eight (8) combined credits from Applied Music may count elective credits. Students are advised to consult the transfer university about the number of transferrable credits for Applied Music courses.  Additional special fee is required.

Performance Standards

The student, at the successful completion of this course, should be able to:

1. Compose an original work of medium length (approx. 3 minutes) for one or more instruments, which may include voice.

2. Identify various musical composition forms such as sonata and rondo through class discussions and analysis of music.

3. Utilize various compositional techniques learned in class, for example, good harmonic progressions and bass lines.

4. Write clear and accurate manuscript.

5. Operate a computer music composition program, such as Nightingale, Sibelius or Finale.

6. Demonstrate understanding of 18th Century counterpoint through writing exercises in the Baroque style.

7. Write music or exercises in the style of Classical Period composition.

8. Compose melodies that reveal a clear mastery of phrasing and contour.

9. Apply techniques of melodic development through composing an original work in theme and variations form.

10. Utilize 20th Century techniques such as atonality, mixed meter, synthetic scales or minimalism in composing exercises or on original composition.
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
