Course Description

MUN 1210D College Orchestra III (1) (A.A.) Three hours per week. Prerequisite:  MUN 1210B or equivalent. This course includes rehearsal and performance of literature composed for the symphonic orchestra. Degree-seeking students who are making progress in their degree programs may repeat this course a maximum of two (2) times; however, no more than a total of six (6) combined credits from Music Ensembles may count elective credits. Students are advised to consult the transfer university about the number of transferrable credits for Applied Music courses.

1. Show the highest performance skill possible on the individual instrument.

2. Develop ensemble playing skills on individual instrument.

3. Achieve excellence in public performance.

4. Become familiar with selected literature from the Symphony Orchestra repertoire.
