Guitar Ensemble III
Course Description

MUN 1480D Guitar Ensemble III (1) (A.A.) Three hours per week. Prerequisite:  Permit required, MUN 1480B or equivalent. Student must have approval of the ensemble conductor. This course includes rehearsal and performance of literature composed for smaller Guitar ensembles. Degree-seeking students who are making progress in their degree programs may repeat this course a maximum of two (2) times; however, no more than a total of six (6) combined credits from music ensembles may count towards elective credits. Students are advised to consult the transfer university about the number of transferrable credits for music ensemble courses. 

Performance Standards

At the successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1.
Working with the director/conductor the students will learn rehearsal techniques involved in ensemble playing. Guitarists customarily spend a lot of time playing solo and need this instruction to grow as a musician.

2.
The camaraderie of students working with other students in the process of exploring music creates a widely varied learning environment. 

3.
Proper guitar-playing techniques are covered by the instructor.

4.
Proper guitar-playing techniques are further covered as experienced players help less experienced.

5.
We will interpret music from all eras of music: Renaissance, Baroque, Classical, Romantic, 20th and 21st Century music, including new music written specifically for Guitar Ensemble as well as arrangements and adaptations from other sources.

6.
Develop sight reading skills through the playing of exercises and pieces they are seeing for the first time. 

7.
Develop independence as a performer in a chamber ensemble as a featured soloist, while the remainder of the group accompanies them.

8.
Work on rhythmic accuracy using exercises to help the group as a whole to sound as one.

9.
Audio and video of the ensemble will be used as a teaching aid.

10.
The ensemble will perform in several concerts throughout each semester as they always strive to achieve high standards of excellence in performance.
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
