Course Description

MUN 1710 Jazz Ensemble I (1) (A.A.)   Three hours per week. Prerequisite:  Permit required. Students must have approval of the ensemble conductor.  This course includes rehearsal and performance of literature composed and arranged for stage band or commercial music ensembles. Jazz-styled music for small or large ensembles is included in the course repertoire.  Degree-seeking students who are making progress in their degree programs may repeat this course a maximum of two (2) times; however, no more than a total of six (6) combined credits from Music Ensembles may count elective credits. Students are advised to consult the transfer university about the number of transferrable credits for Music Ensemble courses.  

Performance Standards

At the successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1.  Perform assigned compositions in concert.

2.  Execute rhythms, pitches and musicality necessary for satisfactory results.

3.  Develop good team habits in the ensemble.

4.  Maintain a growing skill on the instrument to improve musically.

5.  Develop skill in jazz improvisation.
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
