Jazz Combo I
Course Description

MUN 1711 Jazz Combo I (1) (A.A.) Three hours per week. Prerequisite:  Permit required. Students must have approval of the ensemble conductor. This course includes rehearsal and performance of literature composed for smaller jazz ensembles Degree-seeking students who are making progress in their degree programs may repeat this course a maximum of two (2) times; however, no more than a total of six (6) combined credits from music ensembles may count towards elective credits. Students are advised to consult the transfer university about the number of transferrable credits for music ensemble courses. 

Performance Standards

At the successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1.
Perform music from a variety of jazz style periods arranged for jazz combo.

2.
Interpret jazz styles appropriately by employing the correct rhythmic feel.

3.
Apply the fundamentals of jazz, improvisation and swing (groove), to each piece performed and studied.

4.
Listen to the milestone jazz recordings to gain insights into jazz field.

5.
Develop a long range plan for individual improvisational skill.

6.
Understand the importance of the community model for ensemble playing. The jazz combo plays, listens, and interprets as a collective body.

7.
Rely upon the expressive elements of music, dynamics and articulation, to enhance interpretation.

8.
Gain insights into the current trends in jazz by reading The journals, Downbeat, Jazzed, Jazz Improvisation, and by viewing videos on the internet.

9.
Attend local jazz concerts and become involved in local jazz organizations.

10.
Perform two or more concerts per semester of a variety of jazz music in a concert setting and in concert attire.
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
