Class Piano II

Course Description

(1-1) (A.A.)  Two hours per week. Class instruction is for students who have had little or no previous training in piano technique. It is designed for music majors to meet piano proficiency requirements. Scales, basic chords, reading, solo repertoire, harmonization, transposition, and improvisation are emphasized. These courses are required for all music majors.

Performance Standards

At the successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1. Perform all major and minor pentascales hands together at the keyboard.

2. Perform all major and minor one-octave scales hand together at the keyboard.

3. Perform at the keyboard diatonic chord progressions in all major and minor keys.

4. Harmonize simple melodies at the keyboard using diatonic progressions in major/minor keys.

5. Transpose at the keyboard diatonic melodies with accompaniment in major/minor keys.

6. Perform at the keyboard compositions and studies of standard elementary piano literature.

7. Play any triad in any position.

8. Play any major or minor crossed-hands arpeggio.

9. Sight-read simple exercises in major and minor keys.

10. Improvise melodies with a given diatonic chord progression.
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
