Course Description

(1-1) (A.A.)  Two hours per week. Prerequisite: MVK 1111A and 1111B or equivalent. Group instruction is for music majors to develop the proficiency at the keyboard required for a degree in music education. Emphasis is continued in keyboard harmony. These courses are required for music majors.

Performances Standards

At the successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1. Perform at the keyboard all major scales in parallel motion, two octaves, hands together.

2. Perform at the keyboard all minor scales (harmonic and melodic forms) in parallel motion, two octaves, hands together.

3. Perform at the keyboard major, minor, major-minor seventh, and diminished seventh arpeggios two octaves, hands together.

4. Perform at the keyboard four-voiced chord progressions in all major/minor keys using secondary dominants, Neapolitan sixth, and augmented sixth chords and modulations.

5. Harmonize simple folk melodies at the keyboard in both major and minor keys, using secondary dominant chords, borrowed chords, augmented sixth chords, and modulations.

6. Transpose chromatic melodies and melodies that modulate.

7. Perform at the keyboard compositions and studies of standard intermediate piano literature from memory.

8. Perform 8 - 16 measures of an excerpt in open score notation, up to four parts simultaneously.

9. Sight-read elementary keyboard literature.

10. Improvise melodies with given chromatic chord progressions.
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
