Digital Photography (3) (A.A.) Three hours studio/lecture per week. Prerequisites: PGY 1801C with a grade of  “C” or better, or permission of instructor. Digital photography will combine the basic conventional photographic skills with the new technologies taking place with contemporary electronic image recording, editing and printing. Problems in exposure, composition, lighting styles, product reproduction, field building, image editing software and proper handling of digital and conventional equipment will give the student a thorough understanding for completion of a professional portfolio resulting in an advertising- and media-related field of images.  Additional special fees are required.
