INTRODUCTION TO WORLD RELIGIONS
(Formerly REL 2000)
COURSE DESCRIPTION

Introduction to World Religions (3) (A.A.).  This course meets Area IV requirements for both the A.A./A.A.S./A.S. general education requirements. This course is a survey of the world’s major religious traditions, with attention given to religious thought and practice, and the historical development of each tradition’s religious literature. It explores the nature of religion and the relation of religion and culture.
PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The student, at the successful completion of this course, should be able to:

1. Develop and present and operational definition of religion.

2. Identify the problem(s) of cross-cultural definitions of religion

3. Demonstrate an understanding of the similarities and difference(s) between the religions of the ancient and modern world.

4. Identify the significant historical divisions of the religious of Buddhism, Judaism, Christianity and Islam.

5. Compare and contrast the belief systems of Hinduism, Buddhism, Judaism, Christianity and Islam.

6. Comprehend the vernacular of Hinduism, Buddhism, Judaism, Christianity and Islam.

7. Demonstrate one’s knowledge of the significant historical developments in Buddhism at attaining a score of at least 60% on objective tests.

8. Demonstrate one’s knowledge of the significant historical developments in Judaism by attaining a score of at least 60% on objective tests.

9. Demonstrate one’s knowledge of the significant historical developments in Christianity by attaining a score of at least 60% on objective tests.

10. Identify the parallels in time lines between the major world religions.
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
