  COURSE DESCRIPTION
TPA 1290 Production Involvement I (1) (A.A.).  This course presents the theories and techniques of stagecraft, lighting, sound, costuming and/or make-up. Practical experience in the College theatre is provided. The application is through workshop sessions in the art of technical theatre and through the actual performance of two major productions each semester. Degree-seeking students who are making progress in their degree programs may repeat this course a maximum number of two (2) times; however, no more than a total of nine (9) combined credits of Theatre Production courses may count elective credits. Students are advised to consult the transfer university about the number of transferrable credits for Theatre Production courses.  

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The student, at the successful completion of this course, should be able to:

1. Identify hand and power tools and their purpose.

2. Demonstrate minimal skills in carpentry.

3. Demonstrate skills in scenery painting.

4. Demonstrate the ability to work cooperatively with others on assigned tasks.

5. Demonstrate safety practices in carpentry shop.

6. Demonstrate the ability for task completion.

7. Demonstrate minimal skill in property construction or procurement.

8. Demonstrate the ability to mix and color in paint.

9. Identify scenic elements.

10. Identify soft and framed scenic elements.
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
