STUDIO THEATRE CAST IB
COURSE DESCRIPTION
TPP 1190B Studio Theatre Cast IB (1) (A.A.).  Prerequisite: Permission of instructor and TPP 1190 or equivalent.  This course presents the theories and techniques of acting, directing and stage management through the performance of significant works of dramatic literature.  The course places in perspective the student’s academic study with work for which the student gets credit.  Participation in the department’s theatre productions is required. Degree-seeking students who are making progress in their degree programs may repeat this course a maximum number of two (2) times; however, no more than a total of nine (9) combined credits of Theatre Production courses may count elective credits. Students are advised to consult the transfer university about the number of transferrable credits for Theatre Production courses.  

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS
The student, at the successful completion of the course, should be able to:

1. Prepare for the audition process by reading and analyzing a play script.

2. Audition for a theatre production.

3. Develop work habits that will assist in the growth of the performer through rigorous rehearsal periods and assume assigned responsibilities to maintain personally assigned costumes and properties. 

4. Stage-manage a complete theatre production or assume assigned technical responsibilities. 

5. Work as a team member with other students and community members and maintain a positive professional attitude. 

6. Demonstrate the ability to memorize lines from a play and take direction.

7. Demonstrate the ability to effectively use their voice on stage.

8. Demonstrate the ability to effectively use their body on stage

9. Identify the abilities and responsibilities of the production company.

10. Demonstrate the ability to follow directions on stage.

11. Demonstrate the ability to attend all rehearsals and performance punctually.

12. Demonstrate the ability to adhere to requirements of rehearsal deadlines.

13. Demonstrate the ability to work cooperatively with an ensemble cast.
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
