COURSE DESCRIPTION 

Voice and Diction (3) (A.A.). This course is to help individuals develop, maintain and improve their voice production. Proper breathing, inflection, voice quality and articulation are stressed. This course is recommended for all public performers.

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS
The student, at the successful completion of this course, should be able to:

1. Identify the major components of the vocal mechanism.

2. Identify the impact of physical stress on the human voice.

3. Establish relaxation techniques by which to relieve vocal stress.

4. Utilize the International Phonetic Alphabet to transcribe speech sounds.

5. Establish a methodology by which to analyze one’s own vocal characteristics.

6. Identify critical standards by which to evaluate vocal interpretation.

7. Evaluate the vocal requirements inherent in a variety of literary forms.

8. Identify the role of the voice within the process of creating a character for the stage.

9. Identify standard American pronunciation. 

10. Reflect confidence in the oral presentation of literature.
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
