ACTING II

COURSE DESCRIPTION

TPP 2111 Acting II (3) (A.A.).  Prerequisite:  TPP 2110, or consent of the instructor.  This course is a continuation of Acting I, with emphasis on in-depth textual analysis and characterization.  Scene work and monologues serve as the basis for study.  The course introduces students to various acting styles as well as basic audition technique. Degree-seeking students who are making progress in their degree programs may repeat this course a maximum number of two (2) times; however, more than one attempt may not count toward a degree at SCF. Students are advised to consult the transfer university about the number of transferrable credits for Theatre Production courses.  

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The student, at the successful completion of this course, should be able to:

1. Analyze a script to discover given circumstances and how they affect characterization.

2. Analyze text to determine the structure of a scene.

3. Complete a written character analysis.

4. Score a scene.

5. Rehearse a scene and monologue.

6. Perform a scene and monologue.

7. Recognize various styles of acting and dramatic material.

8. Demonstrate a working knowledge of the audition process.

9. Apply skills specific to auditioning.

10. Acquire suitable dramatic material needed for auditioning.

11. Demonstrate the ability to work cooperatively with others on assigned exercises and scene work.

12. Evaluate, through critical analysis, the strengths and weaknesses of a performance.
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
