ASL 2150C

AMERICAN SIGN LANGUAGE II

(Formerly offered as SPA 1603 and SPA 2613C)

COURSE DESCRIPTION

American Sign Language II:  (4) (A.A.).  Four hours per week.  Prerequisite:  successful completion of SPA 1612C or ASL 1140C.  This course expands knowledge and vocabulary introduced in American Sign Language I by emphasizing increasingly complex grammatical structure and conversational skills. Includes one hour of laboratory work.

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The student, at the successful completion of SPA 1603, will be able to:

1.  demonstrate mastery of the four parameters of ASL:  handshape, placement, movement, and orientation.

2.  demonstrate proficiency using classifiers.

3.  demonstrate gestures, facial expressions, and body movement in ASL.

4.  demonstrate knowledge of the various sign systems:  invented sign systems, fingerspelling, Pidgin Signed English, and Manually Coded English. 

5.  demonstrate proficiency with grammatical structures.

6.  define the terminology of interpreting.

7.  demonstrate transliteration and interpreting.

8.  develop proficiency with  receptive and expressive conversational ASL skills.

9.  use idiomatic language in ASL.

10.  produce a minimum vocabulary of 2,000 standard signs.
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
