(3) (A.A)  Three hours per week. This course is a presentation of the basic principles of musical notation, terminology, rhythm, tonality, ear training and sight-singing. Music majors who do not qualify for MUT 1111 must complete this course prior to enrolling in MUT 1111.

2.  Locate any note on the piano keyboard in the correct octave register.

3.  Determine the duration of any note or rest value in any simple or compound meter.

4.  Identify or write any major or minor scale.

5.  Identify or write any major or minor key signature.

6.  Identify or write any simple interval.

7.  Identify or write any root position triad.

8.  Conduct and count simple rhythms.

9.  Sing a simple eight-measure melody using solfege syllables.

10. Define standard music terms and symbols.
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
