CATALOG DESCRIPTION: Supporting a Microsoft Windows Server Network Infrastructure (3) (A.A.S./A.S.). Prerequisite: CEN 1322 and CET 2792. This course is for support professionals who will be responsible for designing, installing, configuring, managing and supporting a network infrastructure that uses Microsoft Windows Server products. Topics include (but not limited to) DNS, WINS, DHCP and RAS.

2. Configure the DNS Server Service.

3. Configure WINS.

4. Configure network security protocols.

5. Configure network security by using Public Key Infrastructure (PKI).

6. Configure network security by using Internet Protocol Security (IPSec).

7. Configure remote access to a network.

8. Support remote access to a network router.

9. Configure a Web Server.

10. Deploy Windows 2000 Professional or XP Professional by using Remote Installation Services (RIS).

11. Manage a Windows 2000 Network.

12. Identify and resolve network connectivity problems by using Windows 2000 troubleshooting tools and utilities.

13. Enable network connectivity between NetWare, Macintosh, and UNIX networks.
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
