CONTEMPORARY AND TRADITIONAL DANCE

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Contemporary and Traditional Dance: (3) (A.A.)  Three hours per week.  This course is designed for students with some prior dance or movement training and a desire to further develop their modern, jazz, tap, ballet, lyrical and ballroom dance techniques. Various dance techniques will be explored that are useful for the Dance, Theatre and Music majors for audition preparation as well as the lay person for fun fitness.    Prerequisite: DAA 1000 or consent of instructor.

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The student at the completion of DAA 2101 should be able to:

1. Demonstrate the ability to safely warm up the body for dance and other physical activities, as well as understand different conditioning techniques.

2. Identify and improve areas of weakness, including technique, confidence, alignment, coordination, retention of material, etc.

3. Prepare for audition or other social or professional uses of dance.

4. Establish an understanding of an intermediate level of dance, including more complex technique and terminology.

5. Evaluate ability in dance in themselves and others, including offering constructive criticism and feedback.

6. Distinguish between the various styles of theatrical, concert, social dance including similarities and differences.

7. Utilize and enhance the individuals own sense of rhythm, musicality and personal performance style.

8. Create an awareness and appreciation of a myriad of dance styles.

9. Construct/ choreograph a group or solo work.

10.  Develop a positive working attitude toward dance, combining the physical and the mental.
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
