Course Description

(2) (A.A) One hour per week. Prerequisite:  successful completion of Applied Preparatory Music I with a grade of B or higher or permission of instructor.  One-on-one instruction designed to develop fundamentals of reading skills, technique and repertoire at the upper elementary/early intermediate level.  Final examination is performed before a panel of applied music instructors when application for further study at the Applied I level is made.  Additional special fees are required.

Performance Standards

At the successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1. Perform two contrasting solo compositions from the standard repertoire at the upper elementary level.

2. Demonstrate a variety of  tone quality as appropriate for the style.

3. Perform major and minor scales with advancing skills.

4. Demonstrate advancing technical skill.

5. Exhibit professional-level state presence.

6. Maintain rhythmic and pitch accuracy while reading music at the upper elementary level.

7. Exhibit music at the upper elementary level with good intonation.

8. Perform music at the upper elementary level with stylistic expression.

9. Perform articulation with accuracy.
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
