 Graduate Check-in 

• Students are asked to arrive alphabetically according to last name. A-J please arrive between
9:00-10:00 am, K-Z please arrive between 10:00 and 10:45 am to avoid longer wait times.

• Park in parking lot H. Student check in will be outside of the Studio for the Performing Arts . Enter in 
the doors on the east side of the building. Guests will enter with the student. Please communicate 
with your guests your planned arrival time so all can enter at the same time.

• Name cards provided at check-in.

• Regalia is required. Come dressed in cap, gown and tassel. Tassels are worn on the right side of the cap.

• Suggested attire: Dark trousers/slacks, white dress shirt or dark dresses to be worn under regalia. Ties 
are optional. Dark shoes. When selecting footwear, please consider the stairs on and off the stage may 
be difficult to navigate in high heels.

• When on stage, hand the card you received at graduate check-in to the SCF reader. When directed, 
walk across the stage to receive your diploma cover.

• A professional photographer will take your picture as you accept the diploma cover. Pause for a 
moment for guests to take pictures. A second photo will be taken after you exit the stage.

• Family and friends should cross the Studio for the Performing Arts at the front of the stage as the 
graduate does. After the graduate exits the stage, family and friends will be directed to exit the Studio 
for the Performing Arts with the graduate.
